From the Pastor’s Desk

As the Church prepares for the election of a new pope, the
eyes of the world turn once again to the Sistine Chapel,
where the College of Cardinals will gather in conclave
under the guidance of the Holy Spirit. This sacred process
is steeped in centuries of tradition and charged with deep
spiritual significance for every Catholic.

The word conclave comes from the Latin cum clave,
meaning “with a key,” referring to the cardinals being
locked in seclusion until a new pope is elected. There are
currently [insert number] cardinal electors under the age of
80 eligible to vote. They come from every corner of the
world, reflecting the universality of the Church. Their duty
is solemn: to discern and elect the next successor of

St. Peter.

Each day during the conclave, the cardinals will celebrate
Mass and pray together before casting ballots. A two-thirds
majority is required for a pope to be elected. After each
vote, if no one is elected, the ballots are burned with a
chemical to produce black smoke; white smoke will rise
when a new pope has been chosen.

The Church does not enter into this process lightly, nor
should we. The election of a pope is not simply an
administrative task, but a moment of profound importance
for the Body of Christ. It is a time for every Catholic to
turn to prayer and ask the Holy Spirit to guide the cardinals
and the entire Church.

Let us pray:

« For the cardinals, that they may be led by wisdom and
humility.

o For the Church, that she may be renewed in faith and
unity.

o For the new pope, whoever he may be, that he may be a
holy shepherd for our times.

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and
kindle in them the fire of your love. Send forth your Spirit,
and they shall be created. And You shall renew the face of
the earth.

Del Escritorio del Pastor

Mientras la Iglesia se prepara para la eleccion de un nuevo
Papa, los ojos del mundo se dirigen una vez mas a la
Capilla Sixtina, donde el Colegio de Cardenales se reunira
en conclave bajo la guia del Espiritu Santo. Este proceso
sagrado esta lleno de siglos de tradicion y tiene un
profundo significado espiritual para todos los catolicos.

La palabra conclave proviene del latin cum clave, que
significa “con llave”, haciendo referencia al encierro de los
cardenales hasta que se elija un nuevo Papa. Actualmente
hay [insertar nimero] cardenales electores menores de 80
afios con derecho a voto. Provienen de todas partes del
mundo, reflejando la universalidad de la Iglesia. Su deber
es solemne: discernir y elegir al proximo sucesor de San
Pedro.

Cada dia del conclave, los cardenales celebran la Misa y
oran juntos antes de emitir sus votos. Se requiere una
mayoria de dos tercios para que un Papa sea elegido.
Después de cada votacion, si no hay eleccion, las papeletas
se queman con una sustancia que produce humo negro; el
humo blanco anuncia al mundo que un nuevo Papa ha sido
elegido.

La Iglesia no entra en este proceso a la ligera, y nosotros
tampoco deberiamos hacerlo. La eleccion de un Papa no es
simplemente una tarea administrativa, sino un momento de
gran importancia para el Cuerpo de Cristo. Es un tiempo
para que todos los catélicos recemos con fervor, pidiendo
al Espiritu Santo que ilumine a los cardenales y renueve a
toda la Iglesia.
