From the Pastor’s Desk
The Miracle of the Sun — October 13, 1917

On October 13, 1917, more than 70,000 people gathered in
Fatima, Portugal, because Our Lady had promised a great
sign. What happened that day has become one of the most
well-documented miracles of the 20th century, known as
the Miracle of the Sun.

It had been raining heavily all morning, leaving the people
soaked and the ground muddy. When the miracle took
place, the sun appeared to dance in the sky, changing colors
and moving in ways no one had ever seen before. Even
more remarkable was what happened on the ground. In just
a few moments the mud dried and everyone’s drenched
clothes became completely dry. Scientists have said that
the heat and thermodynamics required to dry that much
water so quickly are almost impossible.

This was not just a story passed down by believers.
Thousands of people witnessed it, including skeptics and
reporters from secular newspapers. Their articles gave
public testimony to the event, and that has always impacted
me. [t shows that God sometimes allows His miracles to be
seen and confirmed even by science and the press.

The Message of Fatima

Our Lady of Fatima came with a message that is still
needed today. She asked for conversion, penance, and
prayer. She especially asked us to pray the Rosary daily
and to make reparation to her Immaculate Heart. She
reminded us to turn away from sin and to pray for the
salvation of souls.

One of her specific requests was the devotion of the First
Saturdays. This includes going to confession, receiving
Holy Communion, praying the Rosary, and spending
fifteen minutes meditating on the mysteries, all in
reparation to her Immaculate Heart.

First Saturdays at Our Parish

Beginning next month, we will start celebrating First
Saturday Mass at 9:00 AM. This will be a beautiful
opportunity for us as a parish family to respond to Our
Lady’s request and grow closer to Jesus through the heart
of His Mother.

May the memory of the Miracle of the Sun strengthen our
faith and lead us to say “yes” to what Our Lady asked in
Fatima.

Del Escritorio del Pastor
El Milagro del Sol — 13 de octubre de 1917

El 13 de octubre de 1917, mas de 70,000 personas se
reunieron en Fatima, Portugal, porque la Virgen Maria
habia prometido un gran signo. Lo que sucedi6 ese dia se
convirtio en uno de los milagros mas documentados del
siglo XX, conocido como el Milagro del Sol.

Habia llovido intensamente toda la mafiana, dejando a la
gente empapada y el suelo lleno de lodo. Cuando ocurrio el
milagro, el sol parecio bailar en el cielo, cambiando de
colores y moviéndose de una manera extraordinaria. Lo
mas sorprendente fue lo que pasoé en la tierra. En cuestion
de momentos, el lodo se seco y la ropa mojada de todos
quedd completamente seca. Los cientificos han dicho que
la cantidad de calor y el proceso fisico necesarios para
secar tanta agua en tan poco tiempo es practicamente
imposible.

Este no fue un simple relato de fe. Miles de personas lo
presenciaron, incluso escépticos y reporteros de periodicos
seculares. Sus articulos dieron testimonio publico del
evento, y eso siempre me ha impresionado profundamente.
Nos recuerda que Dios, en ocasiones, permite que sus
milagros sean confirmados también por la ciencia y la
prensa.

La Virgen de Fatima vino con un mensaje que sigue siendo
actual: conversion, penitencia y oracion. Ella pidio
especialmente que recemos el Rosario todos los dias y que
hagamos reparacion a su Inmaculado Corazén. Nos recordo
alejarnos del pecado y orar por la salvaciéon de las almas.

Una de sus peticiones concretas fue la devocion de los
Primeros Sabados. Esto incluye confesarse, recibir la
Comunion, rezar el Rosario y meditar quince minutos en
los misterios, todo en reparacion a su Inmaculado Corazon.
